· However, can get a Universal Licensing agreement for schools that is a yearly rate for $450/year or 5 year license for $1150 approx.

· Marie has forwarded this to school board and suggests as a PTA that we discuss what we want to do when the school board comes back with a decision

· Once license is purchased the school is covered with no additional issues.

· Would cover home borrowed/ movies or library movies

· Money could come from money market or fundraising

· Teachers do have access to CCIU internet streaming. Not sure what is available but can investigate
